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Letter from Chris Boulton   April 2008 

 

It is an open secret in the villages that I am taking a Sabbatical: Three months break from the 

parish ministry after thirty years of employment is not something I sought, but was thrust upon 

me by a kind Bishop. 

In the book of Genesis God rested on the Sabbath from his creative labours; and He so ordained 

a day of rest each week for his creatures. It is good advice that we largely ignore in a society 

obsessed by activity.  

Here is what Wikipedia says about sabbaticals: "A sabbatical year is a prolonged hiatus, 

typically one year, in the career of an individual taken in order to fulfil some goal, e.g., 

writing a book or travelling extensively for research. Some universities and other institutional 

employers of scientists, physicians, and/or academics offer a paid sabbatical as an employee 

benefit, called sabbatical leave."  

So apparently I am going to have a prolonged hiatus; which sounds really painful.  

In fact I shall be travelling to southern Africa to imbibe the culture and life of that fascinating 

continent; and on my return I hope to reflect on what I have experienced and take time to read, 

pray and think; three things I do too little in my working life. I hope to learn something new and 

see life from a different perspective.  

A Sabbatical is not simply a gap or hiatus; nor is it a holiday. When God took a day off from work 

I am sure that the author of  Genesis intended us to understand that it was not just divine 

tiredness or laziness! I think it was that He, God, would thereby take time to reflect on what he 

had done, to appreciate from a fresh perspective, and perhaps enjoy. That is what I intend to 

do. I will reflect theologically on my own ministry. But I hope also to widen my horizons and 

look outwards as well as within.  

I am very fortunate to have this opportunity, and am confident that I leave the parishes in good 

hands, with Jeanette and Michael , and Clive thankfully recovering his health, and with a host of 

dedicated and keen lay people across the Team, all able and willing to continue the work of our 

Christian Gospel in this place.

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THE HUMAN SIDE OF THE A120 VETS  

A personal observation ï Pam Blevins 

Over the past year or so the A120 vets have lost a number (including myself) of local clients, 

mainly due I think to the high price of treatments. I would, however like to balance the scales 

slightly by relaying two occasions recently that I have still used the practice. 

In November I took a very sick hedgehog to the vets, it was only a youngster and was very de-

hydrated and suffering from lungworm. The hedgehog was given subcutaneous fluids and started 

on a course of antibiotics and worming treatment. In total the hog went to the vets 5 times, each 

time it was treated with care and kindness until it made a full recovery. She should be waking from 

her winter snooze any time now. No charge. 

The second occasion was on the 21st of February, I had in my charge a stray tom cat (As 

advertised in Februaryôs Newsletter) that I was going to take to the animal sanctuary in Bishops 

Stortford. I thought it best to make sure it was not on a óLostô register or micro chipped so took him 

into the A120 vets. He was checked over and unfortunately no record could be found of an owner. 

Both the vet and the nurse were keen to try to re-home him from there, (even going in to him on a 

Sunday). Whilst there he had been neutered and was staying in the luxury cattery until one of the 

vets fell in love with him and took him home. He is now a very lucky cat living with a besotted new 

owner.

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Patmore Wildlife 

 

One of the features of Patmore Heath are the anthills.  Indicative of ancient grasslands, they 

cannot tolerate disturbance and hence donôt occur in places where grass is cut. 

Up to a meter tall and two meters across the hills are made by yellow hill ants.  Each one 

may contain a colony of up to 14,000 individuals and may be decades or even centuries old. 

Each anthill contains a network of galleries and tunnels in which the ants raise their young.  The mounds 

collect warmth from the sun and help maintain a more even temperature and humidity inside.  The ants 

feed by farming ñhoneydewò from aphids that live underground on the roots of plants. 

The anthills help support several different types of insect eating birds, but the most specialized is the green 

woodpecker which can often be seen feeding amongst them.  They also favour certain types of fungi, and 

plants that colonise and grow on the surface of the mounds.
