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Rectorôs Letter  April 2010 

April 4th is Easter Day, the principal Festival in the Churchôs calendar. It comes at a time in the 

year when new life bursts out of the wintry tomb and the daylight begins to turn the tables on the 

long dark hours. For Christians it is the time of Alleluia, a time of praise. 

St Maryôs Albury, St Ceciliaôs Little Hadham, St Andrewôs Much Hadham and St Thomasô Perry 

Green will all have a Eucharist, a word that means ñThanksgivingò, it is another term for 

Communion or Mass. 

In addition at St Andrewôs we will be baptising Toby Ricketts (apologies for the misprint of his 

name in the last edition of the MH magazine!). Every Easter we renew our Baptismal vows, and so 

it will be a joy to do so alongside Tobyôs parents and godparents. 

At the same time we will be celebrating the Confirmation of three young people, who will be 

confirming their baptismal promises at St Albans Abbey the night before, during the Easter Vigil: 

Elizabeth Clarke, Daisy Pope and Isaac Uwins. 

Confirmation used to be a very common practice for early teenagers. I was one such person who 

duly knelt before the Bishop (of Leicester) at the age of 13 to have Episcopal hands laid upon me. 

Like many others, I cannot remember much about the day, nor even about my preparation. 

Nevertheless somehow I have so far managed to stay the course: Whether or not I have ñdaily 

increased in the Holy Spiritò as the Bishop prayed, is perhaps more doubtful. But I have tried to be 

open to the Spiritôs influence. 

Confirmation is not to be confused with spiritual conversion. It is a sacramental moment of 

transition, when we take responsibility for our own commitment to Christ; although we will always 

be dependent upon others for support, advice and encouragement. For some, like me, it is a 

tentative step along a journey that takes a lifetime of searching and learning; but it is no less 

significant for that. It opens the way for an adult life of eucharist and communion with other 

Christians who are also seeking to find the way as best they can, in the steps of Jesus. In Albury 

two adults are preparing for such a step and two more teenagers are doing so also: Each one has 

a unique journey and a special way to find. I am sure that they will be embraced into our 

communion with open hearted love. And if anyone would like to join them, they are welcome.

Patmore Wildlife ï Gavin Vicary 

 

Goldfinches are attractive small birds that are common around 

Albury.  They are highly coloured with bright red faces and a flash of 

yellow on their wings.  They often fly around in small groups or flocks 

and their pleasant twittering song or call is often heard as they fly off 

after being disturbed. 

Goldfinches are particularly adept at accessing seeds from thistles 

and teasels as they have long fine beaks that have evolved for the 

job.  Growing a few teasels is a good way of attracting them in to the garden.   

Teasels are biennial wildflowers that are easy to grow.  They are tall striking plants that give 

structure and they have unusual lilac coloured flowers that are attractive to a range of insects such 

as bees and butterflies.  It is the seed-heads that attract goldfinches later in the year when the 

seed has formed   

Goldfinches will also visit bird tables and bird feeders and are thought to be visiting these garden 

feeders more and more regularly.
