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Vicarôs Letter    ñThank you for the musicéò 
 

You may or may not recognise the source of the heading ï the Abba song of some years ago. I have to 
confess the 1970s was my ópopô era ï I loved Abba (confession ï still do!), and of course as a teenager 
was óin loveô with the Osmonds, Cliff Richard and so on! I still love to sing along to the óoldiesô ï the familiar 
words, the good tunes, the memories. Your óeraô might be different ï but I guess we could probably all 
name a few old favourites. 
 
As I write, weôve just had two óSongs of Praiseô services in the Team ï at St Thomasô, Perry Green and at 
St Maryôs Braughing. For Braughing, itôs become an annual óeventô ï and this year BBC Three Counties 
Radio came along and recorded it for broadcast on their early Sunday morning show  - and theyôve 
promised to send us a CD of the recording (for those of us who find 6am just a little early to be awake and 
listening!). I donôt know about St Thomasô, but here in Braughing it was a great opportunity for people to 
come along who perhaps donôt come regularly to church, but who enjoy óa good singô. A mixture of hymns 
old and new had been chosen, and some people spoke quite movingly about what the hymns meant to 
them.  
 
I donôt know about you, but music touches me in places that words alone canôt ï or donôt ï reach. Hymns 
can touch me emotionally and enable me to enter into the words in a way that refreshes and renews my 
faith. Many of our hymns help us to learn the Bible too ï they are based on verses or stories from the Bible. 
So, for example, last night we sang óGuide me, O thou great Redeemerô with all its stirring references to the 
way that God guided his people following their exodus from Egypt towards the Promised Land. Apart from 
being a real favourite, it reminds us of God journeying with us through life ï and sometimes such a 
reminder can be just what we need. Then there was the more modern song óAs the deer pants for the 
water, so my soul longs after youô, based on Psalm 42. A simple, gentle song of longing for God, 
acknowledging both his kingship and his friendship. A love song. 
 
As one person left last night, she commented that the service had made her think: óWhat are my favourite 
hymns and songs ï and why?ô She was going home to thumb through a hymn book. ñItôs a bit like Desert 
Island Discsò, she commented. So maybe this summer, if we get a moment of quiet, we could ponder: what 
hymns would we choose ï and why? And whatever is in our top ten, perhaps at the end weôll want to say to 
God óthank you for the music, for giving it to meô.

Patmore Wildlife  
 

Dragonflies and damselflies are on the wing at the moment.  They are 

amongst the most ancient of living creatures with their oldest ancestors 

flying some 300 million years ago. 
 

They come in a variety of shapes and sizes and are amongst the most 

acrobatic of insects catching flies and other prey in mid-air.   
 

The largest one at Patmore Heath is the Emperor although there are also 

three other large hawker type dragonflies regularly seen. 
 

The red ones are mostly common or ruddy darters. Four spot and broad bodied chasers have short stubby 

bodies and are either yellow or blue. 
 

Damselflies tend to be smaller and several different types occur including azure, large red, blue tailed and 

occasionally banded demoiselles. 
 

Three species that used to be found at Patmore Heath no longer seem to occur; the black darter, emerald and 

lesser emerald damselflies. Lots more information, for anyone interested, at the British Dragonfly Society

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WALKING IN ALBURY  

 

This walk takes about an hour and is just short of four miles. Although strictly not 

within Albury, we start and finish on Patmore Heath so I think we can call it a 

village walk!   

  Starting at the corner of the Heath near Hitch Cottage, follow the road, with the 

Heath on your left, heading towards the pink Heathend Cottage. Turn right at Mill 

Cottage and follow the road as it drops down into a shaded area. Youôll see 

national speed limit signs, but youôll be unlucky if you even see a car, let alone 

one travelling at speedé 

 At the bottom of the hill youôll see a signpost for a footpath to Hixham and Manuden on your right. 

Take this right turn into the field. Youôll also notice a small sign on the post marking the route as 

part of the Furneux Pelham Village Walk as you are already out of the Albury parish boundary. 

 Although the OS map suggests the route is directly through the crop, and youôll see where 

walkers have beaten a path across, Iôm sure the landowner would be grateful if we all stayed on 

the unused land at the field edge. You never know, he may mow the path a little to save soaked 

legs in wet weather and nettle stings and bramble scratches on drier days! 

 At the bottom of the field turn left, and follow the path, with Patmore Hall Wood on your right. If 

youôre lucky, youôll often see a large herd of deer in this area, particularly early in the morning and 

occasionally a white stag with them. Continue the walk along the bottom of this field. It may seem 

as though you are heading towards a dead end but have faith, there is a path out of there and itôs 

well worth it when you get to it!  

 Pass a small wooden bridge with steps on your right and eventually youôll see a small opening at 

the corner of the field, with an old gate across the path. The footpath is at the left of it. Go through 

there and youôre into a stunning arboretum, with a dramatic copper beech tree on your left. Follow 

the well kept path in front of you, which skirts the bottom of the arboretum and you start to climb a 

gentle incline, with a large, dramatic old oak tree to the left of the path in front of you, and towering 

conifers on your right.  

Look carefully for the small yellow arrow on the oak tree on your right, indicating you are still on 

the path. Almost immediately after this there is a mown path to the right, which goes into 

undergrowth and starts to skirt the bottom of a pretty garden, with a ménage with lighting behind 

the hedge on your right. Stick on this path and youôll come up to a couple of gates, which are 

clearly signed with the same yellow arrows showing you the way. Youôll come into a yard/parking 

area with horseboxes and cars at Hixham Hall and as you clear that area youôll notice a footpath 

sign pointing to where youôve just come from and a small portacabin ahead of you on the left. Turn 

left on the road before the portacabin and follow the road, passing a couple of cottages on your 

right and then pretty Hixham Cottage. As the road bears round to the left youôll see Kings, also on 

the left and a huge old Horse Chestnut tree on your right. Stay on this road and youôll drop down 

and back towards the footpath you originally took towards Hixham and Manuden on your left. 

Follow the road back up as it veers to the right and youôll return to Patmore Heath.
