August 2009

Forty years ago | had finished my first Trinity
It was a very special day. We congregated around the television to witness an historic event; the

It was, though I did not know it at the time, the
foundation of a deeper understanding of our need to protect this planet and an impetus to a new
environment al movement.

For me, the experience of Apollo 11, far from hardening the contrast between science and religion,
seemed to make it come all the closer together.

gospel.

Since then a great deal has happened. The optimism of space exploration did not perhaps go on
to fulfil its early promise. Many other scientific advances in space and on earth have taken place.
But | hope | shall not forget the sense of excitement, or the belief in the power of the human spirit
to achieve great things. | still go on seeing in those achievements the hand of God and the
capacity of human beings to experience the awe and wonder that lie at the heart of life on earth.

Patmore Wildlife

Recently four buzzards could be seen soaring high above Patmore Heath at the same time. They
are large birds of prey that are making a comeback having virtually disappeared from the eastern
side of England.

Still rare just 20 years ago, the bird's dramatic recovery is believed to be down to tighter pesticide
controls, much reduced persecution levels, and the rabbit (the buzzard's main prey) bouncing back
from myxomatosis - a disease that decimated populations after it was introduced in the 1950s.

The buzzard will also feed on carrion, insects, voles and other small mammals. A slow flier, it is
unlikely to catch prey on the move 1 instead it will patiently, perch motionless and camouflaged in
a tree until a small animal happens to pass underneath - then it will swoop down on to the
unsuspecting prey.

For many years buzzards were persecuted by game keepers and farmers who believed that they
were detrimental to game and other birds as well as new born lambs.

The birds are variable in colour from dark brown to those with much paler markings. The 'mewing’
call of the buzzard is also unmistakable and very distinctive and can now be heard in the
countryside around once

Hoe,Hoe

Should your roses suffer from an infestation of aphids (any colour), become a cigarette butt collector. When
you have filled a large saucepan, add some water, boil for %2 hour, strain and spray the resulting revolting
liquid on the affected plant.
Bottle in a Basket.
Keep hanging baskets from drying out quickly in hot weather, by giving them their own reservoir. Make
some pinholes in the base of a plastic soft drinks bottle and then sink it into the middle of the hanging
basket, concealed amongst the plants. Simply top it up every few days.
