Dear Friends,  

 

ñDeck the halls with boughs of holly: ótis the season to be jolly!ò 

 

The new born child will be everywhere soon; planted in Madonnaôs arms, in hay strewn stables or more 

quaintly under snowed gables, gothic angular or baroque plump, naked or elaborately swathed, encircled 

by Della Robbia wreaths, garnished with whimsical partridges and pears, drummers and drums, lit by 

oversize stars, partnered with lambs, peace doves, sugar plums, bells, plastic camels in sets of three. It is 

as if the infancy were the whole of creation, or Christmas were the only season to be jolly and mindful of 

others. Surely Godôs love is present every day and hour and joy is not confined to Christmas. 

 

I find it quite hard to be both jolly and mindful of others: when we remember for example that 500 people on 

average sleep rough every night on our city streets; or that untreated Aids kills 6,000 people a day in Africa. 

While laughing and joking with the family, the sensitive conscience is never far from thoughts of human 

sorrow; and as the bottles are uncorked or the turkey sizzles in the oven, the shadow of the hungry one 

passes gently by the kitchen wall. Thankfully there are organisations like the Salvation Army, Christian Aid, 

the Childrenôs Society and a range of Charitable Bodies helping others on our behalf. We only have to 

provide the money. That is why over Christmas the churches collect for a variety of proven charitable 

causes to provide an extra Christmas present for the needy and poor. 

 

Nevertheless I hope we will continue to deck the halls with boughs of holly and remember to be jolly. The 

holly itself is a symbol of both suffering and joy; with the red berries and sharp prickles representing Christôs 

own passion and the evergreen leaves symbolising eternal life in Him. Sorrow and joy coexist: and for 

Christians the jollity is not just family pleasure and neighbourly love, but the deep and joyful faith that God 

comes close to us in the person of Jesus. Amid all the cynicism, I hope we do not lose hold of this 

important Christmas message. Christians should not always be miserable; after all, we have so much to 

celebrate. 

 

Therefore deck the halls with boughs of holly; have a jolly celebration, and come and join us in Church if 

you can.

A message from Dorset 

 

It is now just over two years since we drove away from The Vicarage in Albury, and the new Editor of the 

Albury Magazine asked if we would write something for the December issue. Pam also asked if we had a 

photo that she could have too. I think she wanted to see how much younger we are looking now we are in 

retirement. Well here is the picture, but how young we look I leave to you all. As to retirement, well!! 

Dorset is a county that many people bypass on their way to 

Devon and Cornwall, but it is a really beautiful place and well 

worth a visit. When we purchased this house we had not 

really seen around the immediate countryside, and we are still 

coming to terms with the grandeur and fantastic views. 

However long it takes to become a óLocalô in Albury or Little 

Hadham, it takes ten times longer here in Hazelbury Bryan, 

but we are working on it, although I suspect I shall run out of 

years!! 

When we came to Hazelbury Bryan I said to the local Vicar, a 

lady that I would help out occasionally. Whether it was the shock of a retired minister being in her patch or 

not, I donôt know, but she announced her retirement early in 2006, and left the following July for a well 

earned retirement as she had been looking after six parishes on her own. So as we entered a vacancy I 

offered some of my time. We might be about to have a new incumbent who will now have eleven parishes 

to look after, but here in deepest darkest Dorset they are trying something new and forming a team of four 

stipendiary clergy working together across nineteen parishes which includes the eleven. Itôs a big task, and 

there is much to do. The people are lovely, almost as good as you all in Albury and Little Hadham, but I 

have to say, not so forward in terms of new worship patterns and services. 

Dorothy too is helping out with her music skills and comes with me into our local Primary school for 

assemblies, helping too with the school choir and teaching songs to years 1 & 2. Although not a Church 

School the head teacher is very keen to be involved with the church and the community and we are 

building a good relationship with staff and pupils alike. Dorothy was asked to start a choir in one of the 

Parishes that revels in the name of Ibberton. Here she has a choir of about twelve ladies and one man who 

does not read music but is so enthusiastic. The repertoire consists of songs such as óYou raise me upô, 

óDown by the riversideô, one or two numbers from óWest Side Storyô and óOliverô. A sadness is that she has 

not been asked to help with church music other than occasionally playing for a service in Fifehead Neville, 

although we are getting a small choir together for this villageôs Carol Service early in December. Earlier this 

year Dorothy helped out in a big school production for a church school in Shillingstone (youôll have to look 

on a map for all these wonderfully named villages) where they performed óHonkô a musical telling the story 

of the Ugly Duckling. There were nearly 100 pupils, and they all took part. Rehearsals went on for a whole 

term and the final production was on a large stage at a private school in Iwerne Minster. 

Sadly Dorothyôs mum died at the end of July, and my mum has been diagnosed with cancer ï she is 93 

and still drives her car into Sudbury, maintaining her independence. 

We keep in touch via copies of both magazines kindly posted on to us, and also by phone calls and visits 

and we are reminded of our very good time amongst you all. 

We are always happy to give shelter to anyone who is in the area and we enjoy our visits to your area 

every now and again.  
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It is good to know the Catherine Wheel is back up and running, and that the path between church and 

school in Albury is being used during the building of a long needed extension for the school. We are 

pleased too that the choirs in both churches continue to enhance worship, and that the Revd Chris Boulton 

flourishes as he looks after all three churches, as well as being Rural Dean ï many congratulations.

 Over 40 people turned up for the walk around Patmore 

 Heath with bat experts Hazel & Daniel from the 

 Hertfordshire & Middlesex Bat Group. 

                                         

 They brought four ñbat detectorsò with them, electronic  

devices that convert the echolocation  noises that bats 

 make to an audible sound that  we can hear and it 

 wasnôt long before we detected our first bat. 

 

We walked around the heath and several bats of two  

different species were heard and seen.  These were  

two similar species, common and soprano pipistrelles.  

 Other types of bat are also thought to be found here 

 and further surveying will be carried out in the spring. 

Hazel & Daniel explained how important nature  

reserves like Patmore Heath are to bats. In many areas 

 numbers have declined due to a variety of reasons 

 including loss of feeding areas, increased use of 

 insecticides and loss of roosting sites. 

Finally we made our way to the Catherine Wheel where  

we were shown two recuperating bats that had been 

 found injured. One of them was found at Patmore 

 Heath and will be released back next year when it  

has been nursed back to full health. 

Everyone listened intently to Hazel & Daniel, who were  

extremely knowledgeable.  They gave us lots of 

 information about bats and dispelled plenty of bat  

myths.  Many thanks to both of them for giving up their 

 time and providing such an interesting evening.

GARDENING TIPS FROM THE HEATH

Under glass - Bring some colour and scent indoors by cutting branches from shrubs 

such as flowering quince, cherry, forsythia and witch hazel. Stand them in a bucket of water 

in a frost free greenhouse  or light room until the flowers  start to open. Stems cut in early 

December may well be in flower for Christmas. 

Dig - a 30cm deep trench where you plan to plant runner beans next year. Through the winter 

fill these with waste normally destined for the compost heap and cover with soil in spring. 

Save - empty egg boxes for standing chitting potatoes in.
