February 2009 

It has just been announced that a new Bishop of St Albans has been appointed. Christopher Herbert retired 

in January, and the Right Reverend Dr Alan Smith, formerly assistant Bishop of Shrewsbury in the Diocese 

of Lichfield, has been appointed. Dr Smith, 51, is himself one of the Church's youngest prelates. He grew 

up in rural Wiltshire and graduated from Birmingham University. He trained for the priesthood at Wycliffe 

Hall Oxford, before serving in Bradford, Walsall, Stoke-on-Trent and Shrewsbury. A member of Amnesty 

International, the human rights campaign group, he has spoken out against Guantanamo Bay, 

environmental damage and the "fear of terrorism" being used for political ends. In 2006 he came into the 

Press limelight when he lived on the minimum wage, then £5.05 an hour, for the duration of Lent to 

highlight poverty.  

He writes: "Coming from a rural background in Wiltshire, I'm passionate about the countryside; about 

treasuring the environment; supporting the agricultural industry and strengthening out rural parishes. But 

I've also worked for many years in urban areas. I've rubbed shoulders with people of other faiths and I've 

been enriched and challenged by themò.  

Bishop Alan has demonstrated his ease with contemporary methods by appearing on You Tube, which is 

where I got my information about him. Nevertheless, however good he is at communicating, his role will not 

be easy in a world where the public face of Christianity is often seen as out dated or old fashioned and 

irrelevant. Bishop Alan will be the spokesman for a Diocese that was created in 1877 and covers the 

counties of Hertfordshire, Bedfordshire, the Borough of Luton and the London Borough of Barnet. He will 

oversee 335 parishes, with a population of over 1.5 million people, 270 paid parish clergy (of whom 69 are 

women), another 270 non parochial, retired, or non stipendiary priests, and 220 Readers. His assistant, or 

Suffragan, Bishops are of Bedford and Hertford.  

As our pastor, teacher and friend, we welcome him, pray for him, and hope that very soon he will come and 

visit our Team.

Gardening tips from the Heath  

The Life of a Potato. 

The potato is basically a ball of starch, which acts   as a food store, allowing the plant to survive 
the winter conditions and fuel its growth the following spring. Buried in the surface of the skin are 
depressions containing tiny buds or eyes.   Each eye is potentially a separate plant, so when you 
plant a potato you end up with a small clump of potato plant. Starting the tubers into growth as 
early as January gives it a head start when planted in March and should advance the plant by two 
or three weeks. Early chitting encourages a couple of eyes on the rose end of the tuber (the end 
with the greater concentration of eyes). With main crop it makes no difference if you chit or not, 
although chitted tuber should yield a bigger crop. 
Cutting tubers to make them go further is not advised, as they are then prone to disease problems.

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                        ALBURY WALKS 

 

One of my husbandôs New Yearôs resolutions this year was to extend his Monday 

dog walks (his day off). With him in mind this walk is considerably longer than 

usual but itôs a good one and you can do it on any day of the week, with or 

without a dog! Itôs just over seven and a half miles and will take you up to 

Braughing and back.   

Starting at Patmore Heath next to Hitch Lane Cottage, take the footpath that 

takes you down onto the main road ending at the post box and the Parish Council notice board. 

Turn left on the main road and then right at High Hall Farm where it is marked with a (new!) 

footpath sign. Follow this path with High Hall and Horseshoes on your left down to the bottom 

where youôll pass over a small bridge with a wooden sign to the church on your left. Stay on this 

well worn track and follow it as it bends right, tracking the edge of Filbert Copse, where you turn 

left. At the end of that field go right for just a couple of feet and then left, following the blue arrow 

on signpost. 

This bit can get pretty muddy in wet weather but youôll be on a lane soon so stick with it! Youôll 

pass an open area on the right, and then bear right and fork left on the lane alongside an area of 

woodland on the right. This is the road Winston Churchill used to drive down during the Second 

World War for secret meetings at Albury Hall (for more information take a look at 

www.alburyvillage.org.uk and click on Albury Hall history) 

Soon after the lane bends right take a track off left.  Continue ahead, ignoring turns off to either 

side and follow the direction indicated by blue arrows, eventually joining another lane and 

continuing ahead, indicated by another blue arrow.  When the road bends left just continue ahead 

(youôll see a signpost) and youôre now leaving the Harcamlow Way for the first time. Turn right 

when you reach the road (this is Friars Road) to walk towards the centre of Braughing.  

 At the bottom, go left and then first right. When the road bends left follow the bridleway ahead 

(signposted Bozen Green). When the track bends left at the top of the slope carry on ahead (blue 

arrow). Follow this track, which eventually swings right to a junction off left. Ignore the left turn and 

continue ahead once more, ignoring all turns off at Bozen Green. Just keep going on ahead.   

 When the track forks take the right, soon youôll cross a field, then continue ahead (signpost) 

between high hedges, then beside another field (left) to reach the Hertfordshire Way at Rotten 

Row. Go right here. 

 In 80 yards go left (signpost), cross a track and continue to the right of a house with a barn 

conversion and pond. The path swings left, round the property, then goes right beside a field (left) 

twisting left and right. The path will take you to the farm at Patient End. Once there, turn right 

(signpost). Follow the gravel drive to a road, and then go left and right on to another signposted 

footpath. Youôll recognise where you are now if youôd lost your bearings at all as most of you will 

have driven this route back from Braughing before. Your path then crosses a footbridge and goes  

uphill. At a junction near the start of a hedge on the right, keep straight ahead. Where your path 

levels off again before arriving at a track on a bend. Turn left on the track. 

Soon youôll pass a large pond (Kitchers Pond)  on your right which you might not realise was there 

until you look for it as there are plenty of trees and bushes surrounding it. I only found it when my 

dog went swimmingéContinue ahead, ignoring a right turn and going down and then up again to 

the main road with Oakum House on your right.  Turn right, walk down  the main road and either 

dive into the Catherine Wheel Inn for a well earned ñrestò or go up onto Patmore Heath to your 

starting point.  ï Tracey Waples 
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Stansted Airport Community Trust 

This article is a summary of the talk given by Peter Sanders, Chairman of Stop Stansted Expansion 

(SSE), at the Parish Council meeting on 2 December 2008. 

Thank you for inviting me this evening. This is a good time for me to bring you up to date on what has been 

happening and to hear what you have to say about it. 

There have been six main developments over the past year. 

First, there has been the Public Inquiry into BAAôs application to increase its use of the existing runway at 

Stansted. Geoff Hoon, the Secretary of State for Transport, has now agreed that the limit on passenger 

movements should be raised from 25 million a year to 35 millions. We in SSE have appealed against this 

decision and it is likely that this appeal will be heard early in 2009. 

Second, BAA has applied for a second runway, This would involve a land take of 442 hectares of attractive 

historic countryside, plus an additional 333 hectares for offsetting and for road and rail developments; the 

destruction of 73 homes, including 13 listed buildings; an increase in passenger movements to 68 million a 

year; an increase in noise and air pollution; about a million more people travelling to or from the airport 

each week; and a huge increase in carbon emissions by 11 million tonnes each year. Small wonder that 

when the possibility of a second runway was last considered in the 1980s Inspector Graham Eyre said it 

would be óan environmental catastropheô. 

The Public Inquiry into this application is due to start under Inspector Andrew Philipson in April next year. If 

it goes ahead it will probably last until the end of 2009, and the Secretary of Stateôs decision will probably 

be given towards the end of 2010. 

I say óif it goes aheadô, and that brings me to the third development. The Competition Commission has said 

that BAA has enjoyed what is virtually a monopoly in the south east and it must therefore sell off Gatwick 

and Stansted. The Commission will make its final decision in February or March 2009. BAA has already put 

Gatwick up for sale, and if it is forced to sell Stansted it may well withdraw its application for a second 

runway and leave a new owner to take responsibility for this. 

A fourth development has been the decline in passenger traffic at Stansted ï about 4% in the past year. 

And with the present economic crisis it is clear that the forecasts of increased traffic were, from BAAôs point 

of view, hopelessly optimistic. There is now plenty of spare capacity on the existing runway, and there will 

be no need for a second runway for many years to come and perhaps not at all. The essence of our case 

against a second runway is that it would be criminal to destroy so much of our wonderful environment and 

inflict such damage on our community for the sake of a runway that is not likely to be used. 

A fifth development has been the Governmentôs indication that it would like to go ahead with a third runway 

at Heathrow, a development that we would oppose. A decision on this is expected very soon, and may 

even have been given by the time this article appears. 

The sixth development is that there is now only one major political party that supports a second runway at 

Stansted. The Conservatives have now made it quite clear that, while they support the increased use of the 

existing runway, they are opposed to a second runway. So too are the Liberal Democrats. The latest date 

for the next general election is May/June 2010, and it is therefore possible that there will be a change of 

government before any planning decision is made on the second runway. (I must emphasise at this point 

that SSE is not a political organisation. We have to remember that in the 1980s it was the Conservative 

Government that gave the green light for the development of Stansted, and we have supporters from all 

political parties.) 

Fighting BAA has imposed an enormous strain on our community. We have to master the arguments and 

present our case, and we have to raise funds. This has been going on now since the 1960s, but more 

particularly since the publication of the Governmentôs consultation paper in June 2002. Our budget is over 

£100,000 a year, and on top of that the cost of the last Inquiry ï for lawyers and expert witnesses - was 

£120,000.  The next Inquiry will be even more demanding. 

We have over 6,000 members and supporters. Please join us and help to fight off BAAôs plans. Our

Church Matters 
 
We are hoping that 2009 will be more tranquil than last year, with no further visits from the scrap 
metal thieves.  
We had three unwanted visits, the first to remove bronze railings around a grave, the second to 
remove the lead from the porch roof and the third to try to remove the lead from the roof of the 
south aisle. On this third occasion they were disturbed and left having removed about one third of 
the roof, but having got away with only part of the lead to their vehicle that was apparently in the 
field behind the church. 
We had already taken steps to mark the metal so that it could be traced, but this has not been 
sufficient of a deterrent. The police say they have taken fingerprints from the lead that the thieves 
failed to take away after they were disturbed; the police also say that they have identified the 
owner of the fingerprints but that the person has moved from their previous address. There has 
been no further follow-up. 
The Parochial Church Council has claimed from the insurers and is investigating the best solution 
for replacing the lead ï likely to be a dull finish stainless steel, cheaper and less desirable to 
thieves!! Whilst the first theft of the lead is fully covered by the insurers, the second is not. 
Although the replacement will be cheaper than lead, nevertheless, there will be very significant 
shortfall between the replacement cost and the insurance claim, though we do not have the final 
estimates yet. 
At the end of the year our boiler decided to give up, after over 40 years of service. This has meant 
that we have moved our services to the school hall for the time being, thanks to the willing support 
of the school. The replacement is in hand and we hope to be back in a warmer church once we 
have agreed the plan with the plumber. 
The PCC will be launching an appeal in the near future when we are clearer of the final costs, 
seeking support from the village and its friends.  
 
So ï roll on a peaceful 2009 for the church and the rest of Albury. - Peter Radley

Patmore Wildlife 

 

Both Kestrels and Sparrowhawks are often seen on and around Patmore 

Heath. 

Kestrels are probably easier to spot, either hovering over grassland hunting small mammals or 

perched in a tree on the lookout for prey.  They have fantastic eyesight, with far more definition 

than our own, so that they can detect even the slightest movement in the grass below.   

Sparrowhawks are fast and agile flyers, usually only briefly seen flying fast and low in pursuit of 

small birds that they prey upon.  Occasionally a better view may be gained if they are disturbed on 

the ground after making a kill. 

Although similar in size, Sparrowhawks are generally greyer in colour with a barred front, whereas 

a Kestrel tends to be browner and has more pointed wings. The dark wing-tips on the brown 

upper-sides soon make a kestrel recognizable in flight.  More info at www.rspb.org.uk
