Dear Friends 

 

After the Feast of the Epiphany on the 6th of January I shall be taking down the decorations and 

removing the Christmas tree. This year I shall make a real effort to recycle my tree. I am slowly but 

relentlessly becoming more personally aware of the need to be more careful about how I use the 

worldôs limited energy resources. Perhaps I should not have had a tree at all; given the massive 

deforestation around the globe: but at least I can help to encourage the planting of new ones.  

 

The old year ended with a UN conference in Bali, where the nations only just agreed to a ñroad 

mapò towards limiting carbon emissions. Nevertheless it was a significant event, in that everyone 

acknowledged the reality of the human impact on the eco system. 2008 will be a year when the 

debate on the future of our planet earth will intensify.  

I hope that the debate will not be driven simply by fear. Fear of what might happen is indeed a 

powerful driver of change, but can so easily lead to panic or bad judgement. It can even lead to 

desperation and to violence. The fear needs to be tempered by love. A true love of the environment 

and of life is a much more constructive force for change.  

The interplay of fear and love is to some extent played out in the Bible reading for Epiphany. The 

fear of Herod for his loss of power, the slaughter of the children and the flight of Mary and Joseph 

into Egypt is set beside the narrative of a child, who is destined to bring a real love into our lives, a 

love stronger than any fear. Compassion for others is a good motive for the protection of the 

earthôs resources. As Christians we are learning that love of our brothers and sisters goes hand in 

hand with a love of the whole ecology of life.

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POT LUCK SUPPER RECIPES 

 

ROASTED VEGETABLE PLAITS 

700g (11/2lb) mixed vegetables, such as carrot, leek, courgette, aubergine, red pepper, sweet potato, 

prepared 

30 ml (2 tbsp) olive oil        salt and pepper 

225g (8 oz) onions, skinned and roughly chopped   2 cloves garlic, skinned and crushed 

400g (14 oz) can chopped tomatoes.     15ml (1tbsp) sun-dried tomato paste  

125g (4oz) Gruyere of Emmental cheese, grated   200g (7oz) mascarpone cheese 

50ml (2 fl  oz) single cream      50g (2 oz) pinenuts, toasted  

30 ml (2tbsp)  finely chopped fresh chives     454g (1 lb) packet puff pastry  

1 egg, beaten   finely chopped fresh chives, to garnish     coarse salt, for sprinkling  

 

1. Chop the mixed vegetables into 2.5 cm (1in) chunks. Place in a small roasting rim with 15ml (1tbsp) 

olive oil and seasoning. Cook at 200`C (400`F) mark 6 for 40 ð 45 minutes or until just tender, stirring 

occasionally. Remove from the oven and cool.  

2. Heat the remaining olive oil in a heavy ð based frying pan and fry the onions and garlic for 5 minutes 

or until lightly coloured. Add the chopped tomatoes and tomato paste and simmer, uncovered, for 15 ð 

20 minutes or until thick and pulpy. Set aside.  

3. Mix 75 g (3 oz) of the grated cheese with the mascarpone cheese, single cream and chopped chives. 

Mix the vegetables with the tomato sauce, 25 g of the pinenuts and seasoning. Roll out the pastry quite 

thinly. You will need two oblongs measuring about 35.5x 30.5 cm (14 x12 in).  

4. Beat the egg with a pinch of salt. Place half the vegetables along the centre o f each oblong, about 

10cm (4 in) wide. Top the vegetables with the cheese mixture. Brush the pastry with the beaten egg.  

5. With a sharp knife make diagonal incisions through the pastry about 2.5cm (1in) apart, down each side 

of the filling to within 2.5cm  of the filling. Plait the pastry strips over the filling, making sure that the 

strips cross over or the pastry may burst in cooking. Tuck any loose pastry under the base. Brush liberally 

with the beaten egg and sprinkle with black pepper, coarse salt, rem aining grated cheese and pinenuts.  

6. Place the plaits on a baking sheet. Cook at 220`C (425`F) mark 7 for 25 minutes until golden brown. 

Cover loosely with foil if they begin to brown too quickly. Garnish with chives.

A new invasive ladybird has recently become common at Patmore Heath.  It is called the Harlequin 

Ladybird (Harmonia axyridis) and is originally from Asia. 

It first arrived in Britain in 2004 and is thought to have been imported on plants. Since then it has spread 

rapidly across South East England. 

 

                                                        Photo by Penny Vicary.                      The above photo shows a typical 

harlequin ladybird ïorange with between fifteen and twenty spots.  They can vary considerably in colour 

and markings which can make them difficult to distinguish from some of our native ladybirds. 

Some people are concerned that the Harlequin ladybird will compete with our 46 native species of ladybird 

and other wildlife, possibly, causing some of them to become less common. 

The Harlequin has also been spreading across North West Europe and in North America it was introduced 

as a bio-control agent.  In the following 20 years it has become by far the commonest ladybird.

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SPITFIRE CRASH 1941 

 
 

e have been contacted by an RAF historian, Bill Chorley, who has recently found a ministry 
record of a British Spitfire fighter aircraft crashing in countrys ide near to Albury in 

Hertfordshire on the 31st July 1941.  
The pilot parachuted to safety (he was  on a training flight ), but  no one seems to know just 
whereabouts the aircraft crashed to earth.   
It would have been midsummer, I don't know what the weather h ad been like but presumably 
the ground would have been dry and hard.   
There would have been a heavy "Crump" sound which would have shaken the ground for quite a  
distance from the crash site, there may or may not have been a fire.  
It may have hit the ground  in open fields or in woodlands. If it went down vertically at high 

speed it may have gone completely below the earth surface, but would have made a big crater 
and thrown up a lot of soil.   
As these things were not always investigated at the time esp eciall y as the pilot survived ok , the 
farmer may have just filled the hole in again and the remains are still buried to this day.  
Do you have any recollection of anything even remotely like this happening in or around Albury 
at the end of July in 1941? If so w here roughly might it have been ? 
You may have seen Channel 4 "Time Team" do archaeological 'digs' for wartime aircraft in the 
past.  
Any information or memories however vague could be really helpful and interesting.
