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Rectorôs letter 
 

July 2009   

The wedding season is approaching. This year I have a special personal interest, as I shall be 

taking the wedding of my niece at Much Hadham and hosting the reception. Officiating at 
weddings and preparing the couples beforehand is one of the more joyful aspects of being 
ordained; and even if it is only a minority who choose a church wedding, it is still an important role 
to fulfil. When taking weddings, I always try to think of different ways to express the meaning of 
love and commitment. 

At the heart of Christian marriage is a covenant promise before God, to love and cherish your 
partner. It should be exciting and romantic; but it has more mundane aspects too. Getting married 
is one thing: maintaining marriage is quite another. 

I was listening to ñPoetry Pleaseò the other day on radio, while doing the ironing, (it was the 
butlerôs day off!), and heard a delightful and eccentric poem by U.A.Fanthorpe, entitled ñAtlasò: 
Atlas, brother of Prometheus, who, in Greek mythology, was condemned by Zeus to hold up the 
pillars that separate heaven and earth, preventing the heavens from falling in; and was turned to 
stone by Perseus to become the Atlas mountains. The poet plays with the idea that love keeps our 
fragile edifice of daily living upright. She did not start to write poetry until she was 45, and won the 
Queenôs gold medal for poetry in 2003. Her poetry often championed the underdog, or the 
alternative point of view. She died in April of this year aged 79. 

 For anyone, married or unmarried, harassed by the daily round and common tasks of life, these 
words, written as a tribute to her life partner, Rosie Bailey, may hold some resonance. 

ñThere is a kind of love called maintenance 

Which stores the WD40 and knows when to use it 

Which checks the insurance, and doesnôt forget 

The milkman; which remembers to plant bulbs; 

Which answers letters; which knows the way 

The money goes; which deals with dentists 

And Road Fund Tax and meeting trains, 

And postcards to the lonely; which upholds 

The permanently rickety elaborate 

Structures of living, which is Atlas. 

And maintenance is the sensible side of love, 

Which knows what time and weather are doing 

To my brickwork; insulates my faulty wiring; 

Laughs at my dry rotten jokes; remembers 

My need for gloss and grouting; which keeps 

My suspect edifice upright in air, 

As Atlas did the sky.ò 

During these long days of Summer, I hope we can all, with Godôs help, and the love and support of 

those around us, keep our suspect edifices upright. For my own part, I am conscious of the words 

of psalm 127: ñUnless the Lord builds the house, those who build it labour in vain.ò

A TALE OF THE UNEXPECTED ð Par t Three  

The Ingram/Shoobridge family ï Wendy Herbert 

 

Another incredible weekend was spent visiting the tombs of the 13 Emperors of the Ming Dynasty, 
having driven past the Empress Dowagersôs Summer Palace- which I remember seeing on the 
Olympic coverage!  From his description the approach roads to the tombs were full of figures, 

similar to the Terracotta Warriors, plus life size models of camels, horses and elephants. It must 
have been an extraordinary sight ï Iôm not sure whether they are still in existence, as he wrote of 
the buildings being in terrible disrepair. A lively account is given of diplomatic and social life during 

the period, the copious dinner parties, the bridge and tennis games: he then goes on to tell his 
mother that the Chinese are on the verge of civil war with rumours of piracy, kidnapping and 

óbrigandageô!  The poor woman must have been very worried for his safety. 
Cultural traditions are carefully noted too. The correct procedure for Chinese State funerals, where 

he was an official mourner alongside President Chiang Kai Shek, took him in top hat and black 
tailcoat to attend the ceremonies for an eminent general. Standing on a rostrum, Maurice was 
handed a wreath, which he then óhad to affix to a miniature hat stand: as soon as I put it on it was 

whisked away to be used for the next comerô! Recycling Chinese style? 
After 5 years or so in China, Maurice was transferred to Rome where he acted as Charg® dô 

Affaires until 1937, when he returned to London. At the onset of World War 11, he was appointed 
diplomatic adviser to the Ministry of Economic Warfare, ótaking charge of the supplying Germany 
with the means of carrying on warô. All vulnerable people were being evacuated from London and 

other big cities. His mother, now aged 89, had been moved to Dorset and was obviously protesting 
that she should return to London. Writing the day after war was declared on the 2nd September, 
1939, he added a postscript that he would ôtry and post your gas mask tomorrowô! The remaining 
letters in the collection show Mauriceôs increasing frustration with what he saw as his motherôs 
obstinacy, although still addressed to óDarling Motherô and signed off with óLoveô! This man, who 
had so beautifully and sensitively described all he had seen on his travels, harangues his mother 

in pages of aggressive prose: ó I alas! am only too lamentably aware that the effect of my words on 
you during the last ten years is just NIL. does it not strike you as strange that I, who can persuade 
governments and statesmen of the truth of what I say, have never been able to persuade you?ô. 

The poor old lady was evidently very frail, confused by her situation and just could not understand 
why she had to stay away from her home. this particlular correspondence, which went on from 

September, 1939, to May 1940, reminded me of her early letter to Maurice in 1901 when he was 
at boarding school ï the tables had turned completely and it was now he who was being totally 

unsympathetic to her complaints, almost cruel. And that was where the story in front of me ended 
ï or so I thought!

Brianôs funeral was held on May 7th at St Maryôs, and has been followed recently by lengthy 

obituaries in both the Times and the Telegraph, which record his rise to be Chief executive and 
Chairman of óThe Pruô and the key roles he played in national life, particularly as President of the 
CBI and at the Court of the Bank of England. 

Brian and his wife Beth moved to Albury in 1973, with Brian commuting daily to London, or on 
business commitments around the world. But Albury and Hertfordshire were home for him and his 
family. Of course, his time during his career was focussed on the transformation of the Pru, but 
later he was able to spend more time on hobbies and using his talents locally. He was the 
founding Chancellor of the University of Hertfordshire, when it was created from the old Hatfield 
Poly in 1992, and from his early leadership it has become a well respected university particularly 
for business studies. His educational interest also extended to a period as a Governor of Bishops 
Stortford College during a time of great change and development, where his business experience 
and guidance proved of great value.  

Here in the village he supported the church through many years by auditing accounts of the PCC ï 
the most high-powered auditor you could wish for! He and his wife also contributed to the church, 
most particularly by renewing the weather vane on the top of the steeple, which, with its new 
gilding, can be seen shining across the valley on sunny days.  

I will remember Brian as a private, very professional man, with a glint in his eye, belying a dry 
sense of humour and a willingness to help. There was a quote in the service sheet at his funeral 
which I can imagine him saying with that glint in his eye ï óDonôt cry because itôs over. Smile 
because itôs happenedô

One of the most widespread plants on Patmore Heath is common 

tormentil.  Itôs small yellow flowers can be seen from May all the way through to 

September. 

It is an attractive, low growing plant that is a member of the rose family.  The 

leaves are just as easy to recognise as the flowers, having the classic cinquefoil 

        shape with five ñfingersò or leaves. 

The root apparently turns red on exposure to air giving rise to another name for tormentil; 

bloodroot. It has been used historically for dyeing leather red and the plant has also been used as 

a herbal medicine to stop bleeding and diarrhoea. ï Gavin Vicary
