BAA must sell back all the homes and other properties it acquired in connection with
its second runway plans, offering the original owners the first option to buy back;

BAA should issue a public apology to all the local homeowners who were served with
draft compulsory p  urchase orders in March 2008 and who having since been living
under the constant threat of the bulldozer. The apology should then be followed by
proper compensation;
