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                          Patmore Wildlife  

Patmore Heath is one of the best places in Hertfordshire to see the small 

copper butterfly.  It is one of twenty five different types of butterfly regularly 

seen on the heath.   

Small coppers can be seen at various times between May and November. 

There are, however, three or four broods over the summer and so there will 

be periods when they are not seen as they are only present as eggs, 

caterpillars or pupae.  Weather conditions have a dramatic effect on the 

numbers with many more being present in favourable years. 

The caterpillars of the small copper mainly feed on plants called sheepôs sorrel or common sorrel.  Sheepôs 

sorrel, in particular, is very common on Patmore Heath, as it is a plant common on acid grasslands and 

thrives where grazing prevents it from being shaded out or dominated by other plants. 

The small copper has declined greatly in many areas due to changes in agriculture, increased shadiness of 

woods, reclamation of heathland and reductions in grazing. This decline makes strongholds such as 

Patmore Heath all the more important.

The magnificent monument above is the Family grave of the Shoobridge Family who lived in 

Albury Hall between 1873 and 1905. It commemorates husband William ï died 1903, wife 

Elizabeth ï died 1883 and son Leonard ï died 1935. The monument had stood in the 
Churchyard for 125 years.  

In late April thieves cut off and removed the ornate railings, almost certainly for scrap!  

Leaving the bare stone slab as photo below. These monuments are irreplaceable as well as 
having considerable sentimental family value.
