JUNE 2009      

This time last year I was travelling through the desert regions of Namibia. Leaving the more fertile area of 

the Cape, we journeyed across long, dirt roads (I shall never complain about the Hertfordshire potholes 

again!), towards Windhoek and then the Skeleton Coast. Once we had crossed the Orange River, we 

passed vast saltpans and desert, with only the occasional settlement. Some so called towns were no more 

than a petrol station and a few shacks. Yet children seemed to come from nowhere and crowd round our 

vehicle. Many were very poor and undernourished; in the more populated places, quite a few were street 

children with probably no parents. Namibia is a country of cattle ranching and diamond mining, but it is still 

desperately poor and suffers corrupt government. The vast country has a population of only 2 million. 

In the south we visited the magnificent Fish River Canyon, 160 Kilometres long and 27 wide. Then, as we 

approached the central coast at Swakopmund, we saw the glorious sight of the red sand dunes, undulating 

patterns against a clear blue sky. Some were like small mountains. Once we stopped to climb to the top of 

one; an exhausting exercise in the heat. Although it was nearly the African winter, it was still at times in the 

high 30ôs centigrade. Coming down the dunes was however ñcoolò: Rolling and jumping in giant slow 

motion leaps into the soft sand, until we reached the bottom. We also walked to the spectacular valley of 

the dead trees. A place once of lush forest and lake, now a desert with ancient trees fossilized into strange 

and wonderful shapes. On another occasion we went quad biking among the dunes and horse riding 

across the arid plains, with only snakes and lizards our companions. We saw the ancient rock pictures, 

(carved not painted), and had a lesson on how to produce the glossal clicks of the local language, much to 

the amusement of our guide. 

What a contrast to our green and pleasant land! This late May/June I hear the daily weather forecast 

bemoaning the rain. How awful it is that we cannot ñescapeò the showers. One Namibian farmer had only 

one short rain period in 15 seasons. What he would have given for a shower! It is said we may have a hot 

summer, but it will be as nothing compared to the Namib Desert. And if they cannot moan about the 

weather, our Press turn to politics and rail against our MPs and their expenses; now that the Recession has 

left the front pages. I realise that it is important to have a critical attitude to things; I suppose it made our 

country what it is. Yet how I long for just one moment of thankfulness; of positive appreciation; for the fertile 

land we live in, the immense relative material comfort we possess, and a political freedom and stability so 

many peoples would envy. Perhaps it is time for me to return to the desert!

Top up the Heap

May bugs or Cockchafer beetles can be seen at the moment and will be 

around for a few more weeks. 

They are a large type of brown beetle (up to 3cm long) with big weird looking 

ñfeatheryò antenea.  They are quite harmless and are attracted to light and will 

sometimes fly into windows or can be heard ñclatteringò around  porch or 

other lights at night. 

Cockchafers became very rare around fifty years ago, due to the use of certain pesticides, but 

once these were stopped, the bugs have started to make a come-back.  They do not tolerate 

pollution well and so are sometimes thought of as a good indicator of low pollution environments. 

The larvae live underground for up to five years, before emerging at the end of April as the adult 

beetles.  In pre-industrial times, the beetles and larvae could reach such levels as to be a serious

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A TALE OF THE UNEXPECTED ð Par t Two  

The Ingram/Shoobridge family ï Wendy Herbert 
Following his unpromising start in education, Maurice went on to Eton, where he seemed to have 
flourished and earned himself a place at Kingôs College, Cambridge. He apparently entered fully 

into college life, taking part in drama productions and meeting people, who were to become 
lifelong friends. 

On leaving Cambridge, Maurice was on the General Staff of the War Office, 1914ï18, before 
entering the Foreign Office and Diplomatic Service in 1919. Various notable positions followed as 
he rose through the ranks, by the time of the next letter in the collection, aged 35, he had moved 

to the British Legation in Olso, taking on a high position. He wrote most amusingly of his busy 
social life over the Christmas period, including after-dinner charades with the Minister, attending 

concerts and dances ï even taking on the role of Father Chirstmas for a Norwegian family, 
although he disgraced himself by appearing too prematurley in the celebrations! It is clear that he 

took no real delight in the festivities: óThis hateful period of anniversary-keeping is at last overô. 
Scrooge? Bah! Humbug! Perhaps. 

After 2 years of ambassadorial duties in Berlin, Maurice returned to the Foreign Office, before 
being sent to Peking (now Beijing) in 1929. The letters to his mother from China are full of the 

most incredibly detailed descriptions of the old buildings, the parkland, the lakes and the gardens. 
His official residence, the Legation itself, is descrived as a ódream-building, the palace built by an 
Emperor for one of his sonsô, he then drew diagrams showing the layout built on several 

ascending terraces. The two lower halls were open-sided with roofs of yellow tiles supported on 
red lacquer pillars, the inside of the roof and the overhanging eaves decorated in blue and green 
picked out with gold designs of dragons. He wrote of it being a óforest of red, green and goldô. 

Picturesque and very Chinese, such as you might see in tourist brochures of China. 
His use of language is wonderful and in places even  poetic as he wrote of the beauty he saw 

around him. óThe golden light of the sunset in the west fading into  opalescence in the east and the 
air warm with the scent of acaciaô. So busy admirig the surroundings that he and his companions 
were locked inside a large courtyard within the Forbidden City, but managed to find a distant exit, 
which lead them onto yet more dramatic ladscapes alongside the banks of a lake, surrounded by 

trees and exotic blossoms. 
More letters follow, describing various expeditions to remote temples in the hills reached by long 
dusty journeys by car, completed by a 2 ½ hour walk. All their camping equipment, beds, chairs 

etc. Had been carried on donkeys and unloaded by servants into their living quarters, which were 
open sided buildings with ófestoons of wisteria along the balustradesô óstrung with lanterns we 
brought with us for illuminationô. Maurice recorded the settings as óidyllicô and óromanticô. A lovely 
word picture is created of the deep outline of a dragon, carved in the stone floor, with a rivulet of 

water running along it; as night-time falls, lotus-shape candles were lit and floated along this 
channel forming the dragonôs shape. A gust of wind would make the bells ótinkleô at each corner of 
the temple, while later in the evening a ódeep-toned gongô would sound to summon the priests to a 

service.
