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Letter from Chris Boulton   March 2008 

 

This Spring I have the joy of doing several baptisms in Much Hadham. Some of them have been the 

children of couples whom I married at St Andrewôs; others are families who live locally and who want their 

children to be part of the Christian family, not only at St Andrewôs, but also the world wide fellowship of 

believers.  

I am sometimes asked why we baptise those who cannot make a profession of faith for themselves. And I 

know of no better explanation than that contained in the Prayer Book of 1662.  

After a reading from St Mark 10 where Jesus blesses the children, it goes on to say: 

ñBeloved, ye hear in this Gospel the words of our Saviour Christ, that he commanded the children to be 

brought unto him; how he blamed those that would have kept them from him; how he exhorted men to 

follow their innocency. Ye perceive how by his outward gesture and deed he declared his good will toward 

them; for he embraced them in his arms, he laid his hands upon them, and blessed them. Doubt ye not 

therefore, but earnestly believe, that he likewise favourably receives this present infant; that he hath 

embraced him/her with the arms of his mercy; and will give him/her the blessing of eternal life.ò 

And what is true of children, I think is equally true of adults. Reaching out to others is the hallmark of the 

Gospel. Forbearing rather than forbidding is the way to come to Christ. The rest will be added later at the 

right time. 

Baptism is the key to understanding Holy Week and Easter. Along with the Eucharist, its complex 

symbolism draws us in so that we can see that though baptism we participate in the death and resurrection 

of Jesus. When we are confirmed and each Easter we renew our baptismal vows, we recall the story of 

Christôs Passion and Resurrection, because we want to know again, like a little child, a fresh expression of 

Godôs mercy and grace.

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POT LUCK SUPPER RECIPES 

Salmon and Coconut Curry  
 

Ingredients:  

1 tbsp olive oil  

1 red onion, sliced  

2 tbsp tikka masala curry paste  

4 x 100g (3 ½ oz) salmon steaks 

400 ml can coconut milk  

Juice of 1 lime  

Handful of coriander, roughly chopped  

 

Method:  

1. Heat the oi l in a pan. Add the red onion and cook over a medium heat for 10 minutes 

until golden and softened.  

2. Add the curry paste to the pan and cook for 1 minute to warm the spices. Now add the 

fish and continue to cook for 2 minutes, turning it once to coat it in the spices.  

3. Pour in the coconut milk, bring to the boil and simmer for 5 minutes or until the fish is 

cooked through. Squeeze over the lime juice, sprinkle with coriander and serve with 

boiled rice or naan bread to soak up the creamy sauce .

The ponds on Patmore Heath support huge numbers of frogs and toads partly because they dry out 

periodically and therefore donôt contain any fish which would predate the tadpoles, eggs and young froglets 

and toadlets. 

During the spawning period they can be seen during the day in the water and particularly at night as they 

cross roads making their way to the ponds ï if you are driving please try not to squash them. 

Frog spawn is usually laid in shallow water in large clumps whereas toad spawn is seen as long strings 

around vegetation in the pond. 

The recent heavy rains have put some water back in the ponds again just in time for the frogs and toads 

and hopefully it should last long enough for the tadpoles to make it through to the stage where they live out 

of the water.

Use eggshells as seed pots - theyôre good for lime lovers like brassicas, fill each half shell with compost 

and one seed. When the seedling is ready to be potted on or planted out gently crush the shell and plant 
the whole thing .Save the empty egg boxes to use as seed trays. 

Disperse worm cast with a stiff broom when the casts are dry and brittle. 
Prepare areas for sowing or turfing, you can lay turf now but wait until April to re-seed. Start mowing

As there are no cooking facilities in the hall , Albury ovens worked overtime on Saturday morning 

roasting and baking for the dinner ð roast beef, roast potatoes and Yorkshire pudding. Liquid 
refreshments were also served with the meal and port was h anded round with the cheese.  

The hall was decorated for the occasion by the youth club, and three young people attended the 
dinner to dis tribute Christmas presents from the tree. Even the school chil dren had been 
involved by making Father Christmas and Christmas tree table decorations. A number of 

husbands used their cars to ferry the old people back and forth.  
After  dinner Albury Womenõs Institute drama group entertained the company with sketches and  
Mrs R. J. Hobourn played the piano accordion for community singi ng. The oldest resident of the 

village, 91 year old M r Newman, proposed a vote of tha nks. 

The Albury over-60õs venture was started in May in a small way by Mrs G Collecott and Mrs C 
Newcomb. During the summer a number of people in the village offered hospitality and took old 
people out for drives. Everyone was enthusiastic, so the idea was expanded and a committee of 
sex was formed. A coffee morning last month at Albury Hall Farm, home of Mrs I. Wyld, raised 

£100 and started off the kitty which made the Christmas dinner possible.
