March 2010  

"My name is Ozymandias, king of kings: 

Look on my works, ye Mighty, and despair!" 

Nothing beside remains. Round the decay 

Of that colossal wreck, boundless and bare 

The lone and level sands stretch far away.'  

Percy Bysshe Shelley 

The remains of the statue of Pharaoh Ramses II in the British Museum was one of the objects 

discussed by Neil MacGregor in his series, the history of the world in 100 objects. Around 1200 

BC this great ruler dominated the Middle Eastern political scene for 6o years. The mournful poem 

of Shelley is a reminder for all rulers and all empires of the transience of power, recalling that after 

Ramses, his great empire began to decay and disintegrate. It is a timely warning in every age, and 

an antidote to the extravagant claims made by leaders and nations about their victories and 

successes: It is one very similar to that given to Christians for 2000 years every Ash Wednesday, 

ñremember O mortal, that dust you are and to dust you shall return.ò  

Nevertheless there is another message contained in this object, as Neil MacGregor reminds us,  

namely the history and achievements of a great civilisation, which passed down its art and some 

of its mathematical and scientific advances to future generations. In other words, although our 

works are passing worth, they do make a difference. 

There are times when everyone may ask themselves, ñWhat is the point of it all?ò Times when we 

may question whether our lives have contributed anything worthwhile. Few achieve greatness. 

However this does not mean that we should ñlook on our works and despairò; for the way we live, 

and even the small things we accomplish do make a difference to the whole picture.  

Our new Bishop, Alan Smith, has issued a challenge to Christians this year; ñdare to make a 

differenceò, encouraging us to consider various quotations from the New Testament and see if 

acting upon them can make a difference to our lives, community and world. I trust that all people of 

good will can work together to make a difference, by those small acts of kindness and public 

spirited commitments. We make a difference when we take a stand or support a worthy cause. We 

make a difference when we engage in art, music or science. We make a difference when we work 

in politics and social care. Some day archaeologists will be digging up our civilisation. Who knows 

what they will discover! I hope they will conclude that we contributed some good for future 

generations among the lone and level sands that stretch far away.

We should soon start to see the first bees emerging from hibernation on sunny 

days as spring approaches. There are lots of different types of bees in the UK and 

many have been declining over the last sixty years or so.  One reason for this is 

thought to be due to the loss of flower rich hay meadows which were once much 

more common. 

Everyone will be familiar with honey bees but there are approximately 240 other types of bees that 

occur in the UK.  Around 100 years ago most would have been found in Hertfordshire but we are 

now down to about half this number. 

Honey bees and bumble bees are social insects living together in colonies (more information on 

honey bees was given in Paul Coopers article in the May 2008 Newsletter). The vast majority of 

bees are in fact solitary, living out their lives as single bees, provisioning single nest cells, rather 

than working with many other bees to raise huge numbers of offspring in shared nests. 

One bumblebee that has become extinct in Britain is about to be reintroduced using stock from 

New Zealand.  It was not native in New Zealand but was introduced by Victorian expatriate 

farmers in the 1880s prior to its demise in the UK.  Restoration of flower rich meadows in Kent are 

now hoped to give a suitable area where it might survive and then spread to other places. 

Bees are of course essential for pollinating many of the plants and crops that we grow, raising 

some concerns about long-term food production. We can all help bees by growing plenty of 

suitable flowering plants that they can use to obtain nectar.
