Gardening tips from the heath. i Pat Dyson

As you get your soil into shape for the coming season, think twice about
killing anything that attempts to runaway, Encourage natural predators. The
good guys are "centipedes, ground beetles, velvet mites, rove beetle. The bad
guys are wire worm, swift moth caterpillar, leatherjackets, cutworm slugs
and vine weevil grubs. The misunderstood: Woodlice and millipedes.
Do particular areas of your lawn constantly get worn away (by kids playing
football for example) if so, consider growing a patch of turf in an
inconspicuous part of your garden, you'll then be able to cut turfs to size
with which to repair worn out patches as they appear.

Field Names

The corner of the road where we pass into Furneux Pelham parish is known as Hyde Park Corner.
The field to the left which was once held by o M= Parker and not unnaturally borrowed a name irom
a very famous bit of land and was known as Parker’s Picce. A lane came through here to join Pelham
Meads and out to the corner of Patmore Heath, and was called Black Lane. A part of it still remains,
The ficld next to Parker’s Piece is now called Bungalow ficld because a Mr Downs built a bungalow
there about 1935, The little meadow next it which now belongs to My Bexfield has naturally taken
his name. The field the other side of Bungalow field is Path ficld beceuse the path to Furneux Pelham
goes across the middle of it. Where Mr Bexfield now lives was the spot where a good many years
ago the wheelwright lived and the ploughs and carts of the village came from here and later there
was added an undertakers and builders yard. | can remember the thatched workshops with their
windows facing down the road. The countryman likes to see what is going on apart from his work,
and generally had his place where he could see passers by. Such names as Cakebread, Barker and
Speller are still remembered as carpenters and undertakers. The last named made the settles and
tables that are now in the Catharine Wheel. No doubl many craftsmen have worked here who were
responsible for building quite a few ol the other cottages i the viilage. Then came a fire at the
wheelwrights and the buildings were burnt down. Rebuiltand thatehed, tie house has now been again
rebuilt and much altered by Mr Bexfield, but is still & very charming Louse.
