Not all
hospitals now have full time Chaplains.

In the course of my parish ministry | have valued the work of Chaplains, not only in hospitals, but
in prisons, colleges and schools. They are men and women who have particular expertise and
understanding of people in specific and occasionally traumatic circumstances. For example, | have
many times been more than grateful for the pastoral support of Chaplains when babies or young
people have died in hospital, or in cases of road accident victims. They are on hand to help at the
crucial times and build up a close and personal relation to the families concerned.

It was with a sense of challenge therefore that | read of the National Secular Society saying that all
funding should be removed from the NHS for Hospital Chaplains. It is estimated that 42 million
pounds is spent in England Scotland and Wales for chaplaincy work and pensions generally, out
of a total budget of 95 Billion pounds in England and Wales. They say that Church communities
should pay. It is a waste of money: (much as the disciples argued, according to Matthew, when the
woman wasted the costly ointment on the feet of Jesus). The secularists are to a degree pushing
at an open door, especially in the present climate, since the NHS is systematically reducing its
commitment to chaplaincy work across all the main religious organisations. It sounds a very
reasonable proposition. It challenges religious groups to ask how committed they are to provide
spiritual resources for everyone, and not just their own.

We should expect the Secular Society to advocate the removal of funding, since they are opposed
to all religious influence in any sphere. It is part of the continuing secularisation of our society. But
more than that, it is another step towards the compartmentalising of community. We are losing
connections with each other, and being encouraged to follow our own interests. Ironically the
Secul ar Society doesndét see the inherent contr a
body that can speak for all. They would love religion to become totally a sectarian interest devoid
of any public benefit or relevance. Religious communities began hospitals. To enshrine in our
Health Service the principle that spiritual care (not just Christian), is part of total health care is, |
would argue, a civilising process, and an acknowledgement that spiritual need is part of the body
social, not an appendage. It is a small cost to a nation that values the soul as well as the body.
The religious Chaplains do a lot of practical care work, as well as prayer work, for non church
goers as well as their own: But more than that, they symbolise the fact that life is a whole complex
process, involving body and soul, and that the body politic is not only a collection of sectional
interests but a community.

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Hare Coursing

Since the introduction of the Hunting Act 2004, hare coursing is completely banned. Many of you
may have seen signs around the Albury area publicising the fact that hare coursing is illegal and
the police are keen to stamp out this barbaric blood sport. If you see hare coursing in progress you
are urged to call 999 as it is "a crime in progress".

For those unsure of what hare coursing is, it is the pursuit of hares using hounds.
Participants of an event will spread in a line across a field and disturb the hare from it's 'form'.
They release their dogs onto the hare with the object of one dog catching it first.
Participants will bet on which dog will catch the hare first and as it is a gambling event, hare
coursing can mean large sums of money changing hands.

The terrified hare, once disturbed, is reluctant to leave its home so to start with it runs in a large
circle. It tries to twist and turn to avoid being caught and as part of the 'sport' points are awarded to
any of the dogs for causing it to turn. The hare is faster than the dogs but is no match for
their stamina. As it gets tired it runs in a straighter line and is eventually worn down to absolute
exhaustion and killed by the hounds i not necessarily quickly. It can be fought over by two or more
dogs and end up in a brutal tug of war between the dogs' jaws i suffering a horrific death.
The participants are often criminals and people who give no consideration to the landownersé
property or crops or the age, sex, condition or breeding pattern of the hare. It is often the case that
when a hare coursing event takes place in an area, an array of other crimes takes place around
the same time. The most obvious sign is a group of vehicles parked in a rural area perhaps by a
gateway to farmland, on a grass verge, on a farm track or bridle path. There will usually be estate
cars, four wheel drives or vans that are well looked after to avoid attention from the police. They
may contain evidence of dogs inside T such as muddy paw prints and dog hair.

These vehicles can drive easily onto fields, destroying crops and damaging fences as they go.
Hare coursers often travel in convoy with transit vans at the front and rear containing minders

and the cars in between containing the employers.
If they are confronted in a field, they may claim they are only exercising their dogs! - T Waples

Gardening tips from the Heath 1 _Pat Dyson
Tips for Tomatoes

Tomato seeds should be sown in March for planting in an unheated greenhouse or outside
towards the end of May.
Always plant deeply up to the tomato plants first true leaves. Feed once a week as soon as the
first flower trust has set fruit.
Water regularly to avoid blossom end rot on fruits but reduce quantity slightly once the fruits start
to ripen.

Damping down the greenhouse path in the morning will increase humidity and discourage Red
Spider Mite. Harvest tomatoes as soon as ripe for an unbeatable delicious fresh flavour. At the
end of season, before frost, if growing outside, remove any unripe fruit and wrap loosely in paper.
Place in cupboard, check regularly so you can enjoy well into the autumn.
