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MAGAZINE LETTER FROM CHRIS BOULTON, RECTOR OF THE ASH AND QUIN VALLEYS TEAM

Last month | wrote about my visit to Swaziland and the welcome | received from the people of Big Bend.

While there | was privileged to visit the Kruger National Park, one of the many game reserves that have

become so important to Africa, not only in tourist income, but also in terms of the preservation of their

wildlife. The scale of the Kruger is breath taking. | think the closest analogy is to say that it is nearly the size

of Wales. We stayed in the Satara Camp, and discovered the joys of the South African Braai, or Barbecue.

We didnot see the big cats there, though we heard t
animals, birds and plants. Travelling around in a small blue hire car we came across a big bull elephant

trundling towards us. It was a sobering thought that with a flick
of his trunk he could have tossed us in the air like a football.
Fortunately he turned off into the bush. How small we are, but
what a huge impact we have on our environment and wildlife!

From Swaziland | made my way to Durban, where | was
wel comed by Marcia Sl aughter 05
there. It is a prosperous coastal port, with a large population of
Indians and other Asians. Francis shepherded me around the
City and gave me great hospitality. | was particularly anxious to
see the churches that Clive and Marcia had ministered to. |
attended the church of St Thomasd and met the prese
under Clive, along with his colleague, the Reverend Margaret Ambler-Moore, who is also an active local
Councillor, and two parishioners who were close friends of people | knew. The church is doing great work,

not only in evangelism, but also assisting charitable projects in the area. Later | visted St Bar nabas 6,
church built while Clive was priest there. It was good to see a
still flourishing congregation. These contacts seemed to bring
together my two worlds, so far apart, yet united by friendship
and a common Christian commitment. | also witnessed the vivid
spectacle of a group from a local Pentecostal Church
processing down to the sea for a baptism. In their bright blue
and white uniforms they proceeded slowly and rhythmically
behind a small brass band, pausing only for a while to catch
their breath and take pictures on mobile phones! The power of
such Pentecostal and Zionist Christian churches in Southern
Africa is considerable. In Durban many owe their origins to the
work of a missionary from Bristol, JA Rowlands, who evangelised the Indian population and founded the
Bethesdaland Church in 1931. Even more influential have been the Apostolic Faith Mission, founded by
Canadian John Lake in Johannesburg (1908) and Assembly of God churches, started and driven by
American evangelists. Now there are increasingly indigenous Zionist churches developing. However they
cannot be fully understood either as uniquely African expressions of Christianity or natural developments of
Pentecostal Christianity. Rather they are the result of a creative synthesis of many cultural values and
traditions. | only touched the surface of such movements.

Autumn is the main time to see mushrooms and toadstools and many different types
can be seen on Patmore Heath.

The largest are the Parasol mushrooms - the height and diameter of the caps can reach
an impressive 40cm.

The red and white fly agarics are usually very common around birch trees. These are
the ones often depicted as fairy mushrooms in children® books.

There are many others, but some species can be very poisonous and so should not be
eaten unless an expert has identified them.

Gardening tips from the Heath
Fit cabbage collars to newly planted spring cabbage to deter the cabbage root fly, or cover the
whole crop with flee ce or a fine net such as Enviromesh.
Bin or burn tomato plants with blight. Do not put on the compost heap. Do the same with blight
infected potato haulms.
Make an insect hotel.
Fledgling birds will have left nest boxes by now, but resist the temptationto  take them down,
small birds such as wrens shelter in them and they make ideal hibernation sites for ladybirds and
lacewing. To protect these and other beneficial insects, try making' this hotel 'to help them
survive the winter, Collect hollow stems of pla nts as they die back and begin to dry out. Big
umbelifers, valerian, delphinium, allium and digitalis are all good candidates, as are Japanese
knotweed and cow parsley if you can collect them from the hedgerows, or roadside. Cut stems
into equal lengths, b undle them together and tie with twine. Hang the hotel horizontally in a
sheltered spot, such as a bush, tree or shed or under the eaves of the house.
Elderberry Cordial:
Put 2 pints of elderberries into a baking dish in a hot oven and leave until the ju ices run, strain
and to the liquid add 3/4 |b sugar a good pinch of cinnamon and 6 cloves. Cover and simmer for
30 mins. Remove cloves pour into bottles and seal. - Pat Dyson

to the top of this stretch, follow the yellow arrow and come out of the field onto the road on your left

which leads round to the Albury Hall estate. Stay on this road for a few hundred yards and you can either

stay on it and walk the route Winston Churchill took on many occasions during the Second World War

when he visited Albury Hall, as it skirts round in front of the cottages, or you can take the marked

footpath on your right wh ich leads through a little stretch of woodland and the back of what you can see

was part of the kitchen garden of the now demolished Albury Hall .(NB for further information on the

fascinating history of Albury Hall estate take a look at www.alburyvillage.org.uk)

At the end of that little path you come out roughly opposite the end of a row of houses (Es tate Cottages
Albury Hall Park). Take the road which lies ahead. The road dips down and then starts a gentle climb
upwards DQG \RX OO FRPH Hyuse &rkyply @kt VIineRp&h winds round the side of the garden
to the right. The path soon becomes a well worn bridlepath and track for farm machinery . At the highest
point you can see a great deal of Furneux Pelham to your left.

The path starts to drop down the hill, with woodland on your right and then up again towards the main
road. You can see the eco-friendly house, Touchwood, up ahead of you to the left.

Once you reach the road with Oakum House on your right, turn right and follow the road down th rough
Gravesend, past the Catherine Wheel on your left and back to where you started at High Hall Road.
