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Rectorôs letter 
 

September 2009 

Two lively boys, aged 2 and 5, running around the house, delightfully causing chaos and noisily 

disrupting my serene routine. Indeed I have had to lock myself in the study to write this letter. 

What a joy it is to have my life lit up by their life affirming energy! It makes even the tantrums and 

tears acceptable (mine and theirs). The house will be quieter, but I will miss my great nephews 

when they are gone: Honestly I will! 

In the short time the boys have been with me I have come to appreciate CBeebies not just as a 

way of keeping them quiet; but also for the excellence of the programming, the skill of the 

presentation and variety of subjects tackled. It makes one realize what can be done with the 

proper resources to entertain and inform. However, although neither parents nor churches can 

hope to match this excellence, what we can do if offer one vital thingé. Good, positive and loving 

relationships that can teach the children so much about being valued and growing in ability, 

confidence and faith. 

2009 is the 30th anniversary of the United Nations' International Year of the Child.  

We will be marking it in the Team by holding an evening to discuss the place of children in the life 

of the church, (Monday September 21st 7.30pm at St Andrewôs School Much Hadham). The 

meeting is not only for parents and teachers, but for all who care about children and their welfare. 

In this way we hope to improve our ministry to children and schools; to learn from them as much 

as they need to learn from us. 

In a way every year is a year of the child, for children are a very precious gift from God. 

As a church we want to review our work with children and young people; celebrate their 

contribution to the life of the Church and of wider society; and be challenged to fresh vision and 

expression, inspired by the spirit of the child.  

Time I think to unlock the study door and enter their world again.

Enthronement of the new Bishop of St. Albans, Alan Smith 

In a You Tube video the new bishop speaks of his passions and experiences.  

In the video, Bishop Alan says he was excited and daunted by news of his appointment. He goes on to 
speak about a key challenge for the Church as it engages with the world. He calls on it not just to be more 
outgoing, but at the same time to go ñdeeper into God.ò He describes this as involving ñgoing deeper in 
prayer, grappling with the Scriptures, being open to the prompting of the Holy Spirit, generously giving more 
and serving the communities in which we live.ò  

The video also carries pictures of Bishop Alanôs ñseven very happy years in Shropshire,ò as Bishop of 
Shrewsbury and of him meeting Pope Benedict. He describes himself as having caught the óecumenical 
bugò picked up living in a Christian Community and which he has ñnever quite shaken off.ò  

Bishop Alan also describes how he grew up in rural Wiltshire, has worked the urban areas of Bradford, 
Walsall and Stoke-on-Trent where he was ñchallenged and enrichedò by people of other faiths. Although 
brought up with ñthe glories of traditional Anglican worshipò he also recognises the value of encouraging 
Fresh Expressions and church planting as the Church seeks to draw in a new generation.
