On Sunday September 19 ™ Pope Benedict XVI will beatify Cardinal John Henry
Newman in Crofton Park Birmingham, near to the place where Newman is buried and
to Oscott College where he studied.

Most people, if they have heard of John Henry Newman, will probably associate him
with the hymn, #APrai se hapswihhhe setiimglfromenhdancejt or per
came, his poem the Dream of Gerontius, so powerfully set to music by Edward Elgar.

Cardinal Newman, who died in 1890, was one of the great theologians of the 19 th

century. For almost half his life he was an Anglican, fo r the rest he was a Roman
Catholic. He contributed greatly to both Anglican and Roman Catholic thinking. But in

terms of history, it is his conversion rather than his writings that is chiefly

remembered. He was perhaps the most famous of all converts to Ca tholicism in 19
century England

th

He was part of the so called Tractarian or Oxford movement alongside Pusey and
Keble; men who wanted above all to keep the Church of England as part of the

universal Body of Christ. But whereas Pusey and Keble remained de vout Anglicans,

Newman made the painful decision to leave. In a famous sermon, preached at

Littlemore Chapel i n September 1843, he said go
parting of friendso. He was received into the R

been reordained, he joined the Congregation of the Oratory of St Philip Neri. Then in
1850 Pope Pius IX issued a Bull by which England was constituted an ecclesiastical
province of the RC Church, under an Archbishop of Westminster and twelve Suffragan
Bish ops. It was a major step forward for the Catholic community in this country.
Eventually Newman was received into the Sacred College of Cardinals by Pope Leo
Xlll'in 1879.

Benedict XVI wrote of Newman: @AThe characteri st
that he teaches not only through thought and speech, but also by his life, because

within him thought and life are interpenetrated and defined. If this is so, then

Newman belongs to the great teachers of the Church, because at the same time he

touchesour hearts and enlightens our thinking. o

As Anglicans we welcome Pope Benedict to this country and pray that his visit will be
fruitful. Instead of a further parting of friends, | hope the visit will encourage closer
friendship and ties between our two church es. Remembering that Newman was a son
of both, I pray that his beatification will not be seen as a call to separation, but a

continuing call to reconciliation, and that the progress we have made in ecumenism

since Newmands day will cmndurnutei rev.erJ esdu s ntgaeug
my friends, if you do what | ommanudwmastodoveymeu 0 ; and
another.

Patmore Wildlife i Gavin Vicary

Devil's -bit scabious will soon b e in flower on Patmore Heath. The
attractive flowers are pincushion -like and bluish violet in colour.

Butterflies, bees and hoverflies are attracted to them and they
provide an important nectar source for these insects in late summer
and early autumn. D  evils Bit scabious is also attractive enough to
warrant a place in the flower border.

You have to examine the roots to understand the name: they appear to have been bitten off

and as they are underground this is presumably why the devil gets the blame. An
alternative theory is that it was used as a cure for a number of ailments and that is why the

devil got annoyed with it.

In the wild, devils bit scabious is the food -plant of the larvae of at least two uncommon
moths and the marsh fritillary butterfly a lthough unfortunately this became extinct in
Hertfordshire before 1960. The Seed heads are also eaten by seed eating birds.
