New non -emergency number 101  has launched at Herts Police aimed at making calls to the 

service cheaper, easier and mor e efficient.  

101 will gradually replace the current non -emergency number, 0845 33 00 222. However, the 

changeover will not happen immediately and ó0845' number is expected to be in place for 
approximately a year, running in tandem with 101 to ensure a smoo th transition.  

This is part of a countrywide Association of Chief Police Officers and Home Office - led initiative 

where all forces are due to adopt the number by December, in phases. Herts Police is in the 
first phase of forces to adopt 101.  

101 will cost 1 5p for the duration of the call, whether made from a landline or mobile phone. 
However, for those whose current service plans give them free calls to 0845 numbers, it will 
still be possible to contact the Constabulary non -emergency service on landline numb er 

01707 354000, which is also a free number on some phone packages.  

If you are deaf, hard of hearing or speech impaired, the textphone service 18001 101 is still 

available.  

Always ring 999 in an emergency. An emergency is where there is a crime in 
progres s, or an immediate threat to life or property.  

The non -emergency number is a 24/7 service which should be used for all police matters of a 
non -urgent nature. These include:  

¶ If you want to give police information about a crime in the area.  

¶ If you want to co ntact a local police officer (such as someone from your Safer 
Neighbourhood Team).  

¶ If your property has been stolen or damaged and it is not a crime in progress.  

¶ If you suspect drug use and dealing in your area.  

The public should continue to call their dis trict/borough council for things like:  
¶ dumping and fly tipping; or  

¶ nuisance noise

There has been a big change to the appearance of horse chestnut 
trees over the last few years.  The leaves now turn brown by mid 

to late summer, much earlier than used  to be the case.   
The reason for the change  is a tiny moth whose caterpillars live 

inside the leaves, eating them and causing the brown blotches or 
mines that soon dis -colour the tree.  

The horse chestnut leaf mining moth arrived in Britain in 2002 having spread across 
Europe.  It was first noticed in the continent in Macedonia in the 1970ôs.   

The adult moths are only about 5mm long and there are three generations of them 
each year.  The caterpillars are adapted to live inside the leaves having evolved 

fla ttened bodies and chisel shaped heads.   Huge numbers of the moth can form at 

each tree and although some predators such as parasitic wasps will lay eggs in the 
larvae this is at such a low rate that they have a minimal impact on numbers.   

Horse chestnut trees are not native to Britain but originate from a small area in the 
Balkans.  They have however been widely planted and of course are much loved for 

the conkers that they produce and which have been played with by schoolchildren for 
generations.  

It does  not appear that much can be done about the horse chestnut leaf miner other 
than to accept that it is now here to stay.  The good news seems to be that even the 

most heavily infested trees appear to be able to survive and come back in to leaf the 
following  year.

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DOWN AT THE DOCTORS 

We had some excitement at Much Hadham surgery recently. A patient collapsed and fell just across the 

road and it was seen by one of our staff. Within seconds, 2 doctors and 3 staff members, armed with an 

array of emergency resuscitation equipment (including our automated defibrillator) descended on the 

patient who had been momentarily unconscious but was recovering. In the end, we only needed to use our 

emergency oxygen but subsequently called an ambulance as there had been a head injury. After being 

checked out at Harlow hospital the patient made a full recovery. 

This is more than can be said for my red emergency triangle! One very important rule in resuscitation is to 

make the situation safe. As the patient was partially in the road we needed to alert drivers to this, so I 

therefore retrieved my emergency triangle from my car and placed it appropriately in the road where it was 

subsequently run over by a car and broken beyond repair! To be fair, the driver was pulling over to see if 

we needed any help but I KNOW WHO YOU ARE!! 

Another piece of technology may soon be available to those attending the main surgery at Much Hadham. 

We are hoping to purchase a terminal/kiosk, similar to those at airports, which will allow you to ñcheck inò 

when you arrive without having to queue for the receptionist. This has been very successful in other 

surgeries and I believe that you will only need to know your name (possibly only surname) and date of birth 

to use the system. 

We are still waiting for a court date regarding our lease but have some meetings coming up after the 

deadline for this magazine, so more details of this, hopefully, next month.     Dr Paul Haimes

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GARDENING TIPS FROM THE HEATH ï Pat Dyson  

One of the main tasks in the garden just now is to give plants a  general tidy up. 

Hedges require a seasonal trim while many plants that  have finished flowering or 
fruiting will need pruning. You should also  be th inking about buying bulbs for Autumn 

planting and nowôs the time to sow a number of vegetabl e crop for use in early 
Spring.  

Deadhead all bedding plants, this prevents plants setting seed and  prolongs their 
flowering season.  

Take cuttings of fuchsias, pelar goniums, marguerites and other tender  perennials, 
over winter in f rost free place.  

Plant up pots with bulbs to flower indoors such as early narcissus.  tulips. f reesias and 
prepared hyacinths.  

Vegetable Garden ï Celery, continue to earth up trench celery. K eep self  blanching 
celery beds well watered.  

Onions, carefully lift onions with a  fork to break their roots, leave on the surface to 

dry, before lifting,  cleaning and storing  
Brussel Sprouts pull the soil up  around stems, this will give the plants, particu larly tall 

ones, more  support.  
Sweet Corn Pick cobs as soon  as the tassels turn brown, check for ripeness by 

pushing a nail in to the  kernel, If milky white liquid comes out, the cob is ready. 
Cook  straight away, as the sugar soon turns to starch if cobs a re stored.

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Health Checks and Vaccinations  

We all know what is can be like with new born babies ï vaccinations for this disease, check -

ups for anoth er, weight checks and growth charts.  It can seem like an endless number of 
visits to the doctor to help protect our kids from infectious, and potentially life threatening, 

diseases.   
Itôs much the same with new born kittens and puppies.  Everyone loves them ï well, who 
wouldn't, they are adorable! But they need as much protection as their cross -species friends, 

the human babies!  Many people are already aware that kittens and puppies need injections, 
but what are they actually for?   

Puppies are routinely  vaccinated against a number of diseases caused by various viruses.  
Parvovirus is a virus that caused serious, and occasionally fatal, hemorrhagic gastroenteritis. 
Others include distemper virus, which can use respiratory problems and sometimes 

convulsion s; infectious hepatitis which attacks the liver and parainfluenza virus which causes 
coughing.  We also vaccinate against a bacterial disease caused leptospirosis, which affects 

the puppy's liver and kidneys, and can also cause disease in humans too.  Than kfully, many 
of these diseases are rare in the UK. This is because we have managed to reduce their 
incidence by vaccination. Vaccination protects not only the individual but -  if enough of the 

group are done ï it has community benefits as well!  
Kittens are  vaccinated against 3 main diseases; cat 'flu, feline enteritis and feline leukemia.  

Flu in cats is much like flu in us. It causes sneezing, a high temperature, snotty nose, and a 
general feeling of being a bit under the weather. It is highly infectious, and if your little kitty 
is out and about and another cat with cat flu is sneezing near them, they can quickly pick up 

the virus. The flu virus can also cause severe ulceration in the mouth, gingivitis and arthritis. 
Feline enteritis causes a severe stomac h upset, but this is also now very rare in the UK.  The 

third disease, feline leukemia, is a very serious and often fatal disease caught from mating or 
fighting with other infected cats. It can cause cancers, anaemia and depresses the catôs 

immune system. Currently, there is no effective treatment for leukaemia, so vaccination is 
presently our only defence against the deadly virus.  
After a primary course of injections, dogs and cats will have to visit their vet annually for 

booster injections to ensure they  are continually protected as the vaccinations can only give a 
guaranteed immunity for up to a year. It is especially important to have your annual 

vaccinations for your pet as many dogs and cats in the UK are not  vaccinated, and therefore 
may be carrying the diseases that put your pet at risk.   
Annual injections also present an ideal opportunity for your vet to examine your pet head to 

toe, and help identify any underlying health problems early.  One year in our lives can be the 
equivalent of a few years to our pets, so it is vital they are checked yearly to identify 

problems.  It's a great time to grill the vet on all the measures you  could be doing to help 
keep your pet as safe as possible; for example ensuring they are correctly protected against 
fleas,  ticks and mites, and all the various types of worms too.   

Other than the routine injections, pets can also be vaccinated against rabies.  As we do not 
have any rabies in the UK, this vaccination is only required for those pampered pooches that 

travel to Europe, and other countries, on their holidays.  If you are interested in taking your 
pet abroad, speak to your vet about rabies vaccination and pet passports.  
Some dogs can also be vaccinated against a disease called kennel cough.  This disease is 

caused by a number of bacteria and viruses and it is highly infectious.  Dogs can easily catch 
this virus from other infected dogs, but they are most at risk when there are many dogs in 

the same area.  This includes dog shows, parks and kennels -hence the name. I f you are 
worried you dog may be at risk of kennel cough, please speak to your vet to get more 
information about the kennel cough vaccinations.  

With all sorts of viruses and bacteria out there, you can see how important it is to keep your 
pets up to date w ith their vaccinations. We can't wrap our beloved pets in cotton wool but at 

least with vaccinations, we are helping to protect them as much as possible!
